Confession at the Cross 
Leader: As we continue our Lenten pilgrimage, we return to God again and again. In a 

moment, I invite you to come forward, as you are able, and take a ceramic shard. Hold it 
in your hands, and in the silence, offer your confession to God. Then place it upon the 

cross near the chancel—an outward sign of an inward turning, and a witness to our trust 
that God is still at work among us. In Christ, even our brokenness is gathered, formed, 
and reformed into something beautiful: a mosaic cross of grace. If you prefer to remain 

seated, you are invited to remain in prayer where you are.
