Leader: Today we begin a new worship series called “The Way.” Making intentional 
journeys has been a ritual of humankind across time and traditions. Inspired by 
passages in the scriptures that talk about the journeys, roads and pathways of life, we 
will make our way together through this time. The popular and poignant movie, The 
Way, about a father’s pilgrimage in honor of his late son on the famed Camino de 
Santiago in France and Spain, accompanies us as our modern-day inspiration to live 
the life we’ve been given to the fullest. 
 
Jesus went on a pilgrimage into the wilderness after his baptism by John in the Jordan 
River.

Now when all the people were baptized and when Jesus also had been baptized and 
was praying, the heaven was opened, and the Holy Spirit descended upon him in bodily 
form like a dove.

Prayers for Getting Out of Our Own Way 

Leader: Because this series is about the journeys of our lives, we’ll take our time of 
prayer as a kind of pit stop along the way. We can’t always keep moving. We need 
space to breathe, to tell the truth, to return to God, and to remember we’re not walking 
alone. So in this season of Lent, we will begin our prayers with a simple ritual of 
confession, a moment of personal reflection, and then we will lift our concerns and joys 
before God.

Confession at the Cross 
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Leader:  During Lent, we practice returning to God again and again. In a moment, I 
invite you to come forward as you are able and take a ceramic shard. Hold it in your 
hands as you offer your confession to God in silence. Then attach it to the cross near 
the chancel—an outward sign of an inward turning, and a trust that God is still at work, 
healing and making us new. If you prefer to remain seated, you are invited to pray 
where you are. 

Ritual of Return 

Communal Prayer of Confession 
Leader: Let us pray. 
 
All (or Leader/People): 
Merciful God, we confess that we have sinned— 
in what we have done, and in what we have left undone. 
We have not loved you with our whole heart; 
we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. 
Forgive us, renew us, and lead us, 
so that we may walk in your ways 
and live in your love. Amen. 
 

Assurance of Pardon  
Leader: Hear the good news: God does not turn away from a repentant heart. No matter 
what juncture you find yourself on in your journeys, you are never alone in your 
“wondering while wandering.” Whether or not you know it, believe it, or feel it, Jesus is 
with you now because Jesus has been on this road and knows just how hard it can be. 
You are forgiven and carried,  especially when you think you are at the end of the road.
